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Q1. HOW MUCH: What water quantity of water should we request?

A1. Request 1.2 mgd.  This is what was previously discussed with SFWMD and we should stay with this amount.  It represents 0.80–0.90 mgd finished water, matching our current plant capacity and sufficient to get us to the end of the life of the current membranes at which time we will have constructed a Floridan Aquifer well and arranged for brine disposal via deep well injection system…perhaps in partnership with City of LaBelle.

Q2. HOW LONG: Do we submit a 10-year request or a 20-year request?

A2. Seek a 10-year permit, understanding that within this period we need to transition to the Floridan Aquifer.

Q3. FROM WHERE:  Do we call our source the “Sandstone Aquifer” or something else?

A3: If possible, it might be best to call it something else since it is asserted to be an isolated aquifer, not connected to the regional Sandstone Aquifer.  This decision requires the input of Gail Murray and others.
