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Average water consumption was 417,170 gpd in April; 444,620 in May; and 528,490 in June.  
Peak water use was 673,000 gpd in April; 499,000 in May; and 640,000 in June.  These average usage rates are roughly 60% greater than for the same months in 2008.
Water storage tank is at 18.7 feet or 89% of maximum capacity.
The minimum tank level in January was 12.2 feet or 58% of capacity.

0 new connections were been made from April to June with 0 new requests.  Our current backlog is 63 connections. Paid connections total is 1585.  The number of active, flowing accounts is 1522. 
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Average wastewater load was 255,800 gpd (51% of permitted capacity) in April; 231,900 gpd (46% of permitted capacity) in May; and 235,800 gpd (47% of permitted capacity) in December. 

Peak wastewater load was 483,300 gpd (97% of permitted capacity) in April; 341,000 gpd (68% of permitted capacity) in May; and 290,000 gpd (58% of permitted capacity) in June. 

For the months April - June, wastewater treatment load has been 48% of potable water delivery to customers.  PLUS wastewater treatment is normally 55% of water treatment plant output, excluding months of probable stormwater infiltration.
